This indenture made and entered into this eighth day of March in the year of our Lord one thousand eight hundred and twenty six. Between John Dulaney of Jefferson County, State of Alabama of the one part and Robert N. Martin of the State and County aforesaid of the other part. Witnesseth that for and consideration of the sum of one hundred Dollars to me in hand paid the right and is hereby acknowledged, the said party of the first part hath granted, bargained sold and released, and by these presents do grant bargain sell and release unto the said party of the second part his heirs assigns forever; a certain tract or parcel of Land cituate lying and being in the County of Jefferson and State of Alabama bounded as follows: it being part of the west half of the North west quarter of section three of township sixteen of range one east in the District of Tuscaloosa, beginning at the North East corner of said half quarter section running West to the North west corner of immediate direction of a certain cross fence that stands nearest the north. Now standing in the plantation of the said half quarter, thence to and with said cross fence through the plantation and keeping its direction until it intersects the North and South line on the East side of said land thence North with said line to the beginning corner the said land containing thirty acres be the same more or less, to have and to hold the land hereby conveyed with the appertenances thereunto belonging or otherwise appertaining unto the said party of the second part his heirs and assigns forever and the said party of the first part his heirs and assigns against himself and his heirs or assigns and against the claim or claims of all and every person or persons claiming said land whatsoever, in testimony whereof I have herewith set my hand and affixed my seal the day and date above mentioned and in the fifty first year of American Independence.
