Being the south end of the west half of the northwest quarter of section three in township sixteen of range One East in the District of Tuscaloosa being the whole claim of the said Thomas Dulaney to the said tract of land and extending as far north as a conditional line running through the plantation of said tract of land containing fifty acres to the same more or less. I the said Rhoda do by virtue of these presents relinquish to said William Knox all my right of dower in said lands.
