The receipt hereof is hereby acknowledged the (unclear symbol) party of the first part hath granted sold and released and by these presents doth grant bargain sell and release unto the said party of the second part his heirs and assigns a certain tract or parcel of land situate lying and being in the County of Jefferson and State of Alabama it being the South and of the west half of the Northwest quarter of section three in township sixteen of range one East in the District of Tuscaloosa being my whole claim to the said tract of land and extending as far north as a conditional line running through the plantation of said tract of land. Containing fifty acres be the same more or less to have and to hold the land hereby conveyed with the apprehentenances (sp?) thereunto belonging or in any wise appertaining unto the said party of the second part his heirs and assigns forever and the said party of the first part doth hereby covenant and agree that he will warrant and forever defend the aforesaid bargained premises unto the said party of the second part his heirs and assigns again himself his heirs and assigns (unclear two words) the claim or claims of all and every other person or persons claiming said land whatsoever in testimony whereof I have hereunto set my hand and affixed my seal the day and date above written and in the fifteenth year of American Independence.
